Proverbs 31

The words below are from Proverbs 31 - What comes to mind when you hear these phrases:
• Far above rubies (10) 
• Girds herself with strength (17) 
• Household clothed with scarlet (21) 
• Strength and honor her clothing (25)
• Opens her mouth with wisdom and on her tongue is the law of kindness (26) 

ABUNDANT LIFE 
God wants us to live a life that is abundant and full. To do that, we might have to rid ourselves of distractions 
that keep us from being all God has called us to be. To abide in Him and experience his abundance, you have 
to be willing to                                    on the best that He has to offer. There are a lot of good things that 
will demand your attention. The question is where does God want you to focus? 
BINDS HER TONGUE (8, 26) 
Think about what words are                                    from your mouth. What you are sharing with your children 
or grandchildren? What are you posting on social media? Does it glorify The Lord? Ask The Lord to show you 
how to be more faithful in your instruction. 
IN HIS STRENGTH (17) 
Verse 17 says, Her arms are strong for her task. 
How would you rate yourself on teaching your children, grandchildren, or nieces/ nephews to rely on the 
Lord? Satan loves when you gird yourself in your strength. He knows when He can get you to accomplish 
something on your own, that most times, it will fail miserably. In His strength, not in                                           
strength. Go back and review Isaiah 41:10 from a few weeks ago. 
DRESSED IN RICHES (21–22, 25) 
In these verses, you will find several words relating to how you should dress: scarlet, fine linen, purple, 
strength, and honor. Do these words describe your spiritual wardrobe? God has reminded me that we also 
often get comfortable and gravitate toward a similar pattern in our relationship with Him. God wants to take 
you this week from rags to the riches He offers. Are you willing? It demands a                                     .
EXTENDS EQUIPPING GRACE (20) 
This verse talks about extending a hand to those in need. For a moment, think about how Jesus invested in 
His disciples. He lived with them, taught them, instructed them, fished with them, and traveled with them. 
Although Jesus ministered to and loved on the masses of people who followed Him, He primarily devoted 
Himself to the work of a few so that the masses may be reached more effectively. His number was
                                    here.

SMALL GROUP DISCUSSION
1. Someone read aloud Proverbs 31:8 & 26. Reflect on Binds Her Tongue. Reflect on what you are sharing 
with your children or grandchildren; what you are posting on social media. Does it glorify The Lord? Why or 
why not? Share with each other how we can be more faithful toward The Lord in this area.
 

2. Someone read aloud Proverbs 31:17 & Isaiah 41:10. Reflect on In His Strength. What are ways Satan gets 
us to be self-reliant? Share a time when you relied on your own strength in a situation. Share a time when 
you relied on The Lord’s strength. How can we remind ourselves to rely on The Lord rather than ourselves? 

 

3. Someone read aloud Proverbs 31:20-22,25. Reflect on Dressed in Riches & Extends Equipping Grace. How 
would you describe your spiritual wardrobe? Share with each other how God is taking you from rags to 
riches. Are you investing in others? Share with each other how you are doing so.

  APPLICATION
  What is The Lord calling me to do for Him and for His glory?

CHALLENGE
Take time this week to read Proverbs 31:10-31. Reflect back on Abundant Life. There are a lot of good things 
that demand your attention. Are you focusing on the BEST things that God has to offer? Is your life 
abundant and full? Pray and reflect as The Lord leads you this week in your time with Him.

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Leader Guide Answer Key

Session 1 - Limitless: The Pathway to Freedom!

• A number can help you meet a goal and be a healthy objective or can leave you feeling empty and depleted. 
• Are you looking and trusting in the numbers that are important to God?  
•  I pray that the “number” you most readily identify with, will cease to rule and reign over your thoughts, attitudes, and actions. 
• It is the number that best describes the power of our incredible God. 
• When your feelings and your focus are all over the map, you can claim God’s Word. 
• This is a call by God to not allow Satan to keep you in the past. 

Session 2 - Fully Surrendered: The Six Water Pots

• On our journey to freedom, now that we have taken time to examine the unending and unlimited power of our God, we take 
the next step on the pathway. 
• In the first step we look up. In the second, we look within. 
• The purpose of your life is to produce fruit, not to chase a number that haunts you. 

APPLICATION
• Jesus can transform water into wine and sinners into saints. He can transform your struggles, dreams, failures, hopes, and 
brokenness. He can transform YOU from the inside out.
• Satan will make a valiant attempt to steal what God has given us. Jesus has supplied everything we need to accomplish His 
will and we need to trust Him instead of feeding off Satan’s lies.

Session 3 - Depend, Dwell, and Delight

• This week we are going to focus on dwelling well. 
• The next number that matters to God is one. 
• Simply put, we gain victory over the numbers that define us ONE day at a time.

APPLICATION
• During times of trials and struggles, redirect your focus on how great and how good God has been to you. 
• What may seem insignificant in our minds are great blessings from The Lord. 
• God IS faithful. God IS so so good. We are still living in the goodness of God.
